Neiman Marcus Bars 
 

(This recipe, submitted by Ruth Solberg, was a favorite at the Sunday morning coffee 
hour.) 
 
1 box Butter Pecan cake mix 
1 egg 
1 stick oleo, melted 
1 tsp. vanilla 
Beat well with mixer.  Put into an ungreased 9”x13” pan. 
 
Melt 1 stick oleo 
1—8oz. Cream cheese, softened 
Blend oleo and cheese together. 
 
Add: 
1 tsp. vanilla 
2 cups powdered sugar. 
Mix together and put over first layer.   
Sprinkle chopped pecans on top. 
 
Bake at 300º for 55 to 60 minutes.

In a 1999 Ann Landers column, a writer who was newly hearing-impaired had a great deal 
of empathy for those who, like herself were trying to discern the sounds around them.  She 
expressed how deeply she appreciated when those with normal hearing observed the  
following. 
 
1. Speak TO ME. Don’t talk with your back to me.  For all I know, you could be talking to 

yourself. 
2. Remember, it is more difficult for me to hear in a crowd.  At restaurants and in cars, the 

background noise makes it even harder. 
3. In a group, make an effort to include me in the conversation.  Perhaps I have something 

to offer if I know what you are talking about. 
4. Finally, and most importantly, don’t make me feel sorry I asked you to repeat some-

thing you said by shouting at me in exasperation.  You take away my dignity and make 
it harder for me to ask the next time I can’t understand you. 

 
I’m trying to live with my hearing loss the best way I know how, and there are millions of 
others just like me.
