Choice number two is called the “semi-continuowslnegs” in which the first readings

take you through larger portions of different bodérksn the OIld Testament but with
any intended connection to the gospel for the dayis is how the second lessons
always work as we read through the various Newadhesht letters. Sometimes a
connection can be made to the other lessons, buttdings aren’'t chosen with tha
in mind. With the semi-continuous Old Testameiatliegs, the Psalms appointed
each week are also different as they are intenaleeflect on the first lesson.

Part One: The story of El Camino de Santiago de Copostela, or, the Way of
St. James (A Short Version)

Tradition tells us that St. James, the Apostleesiud, brought the Christian messagg¢ to
the people of the Iberian peninsula. After his jiatom in Jerusalem, his remains
were brought back to the northwest coast of whabvg the province of Galicia in

Spain. The stories of how this happened, and hewdnes were lost and later fourd,
tell us why the Way of St. James became one dfitte® most important pilgrimage
routes during the Middle Ages. Although the jourrteyderusalem or Rome may haje
been impossible for most, the Camino in northeraitspras manageable for many.
Over time, people from all over Europe began td Ve place where St. James wag
laid to rest, in the present-day city of SantiagadCdmpostela.




Towns grew along the routes to Santiago as the auoflpilgrims increased, To meet
their needs, and to counter the Islamic presengerithern Spain, kings and religious
orders established hospitals, monasteries, foasemsd other facilities to improve
conditions for travelers. Many of these are stilbe found along the way. As apilgrim
walks the Camino, one foot is often in the MiddigeA or earlier, along the remains of ¢
Roman road or bridge, or a track so old the travsléar below ground level.

The white building on the other side is
part of a monastery that has an aubergue (hostel)
and | stayed there one night. (You're only allowed
to stay one night in aubergues.)

In the religious sensibility of the Middle Ages,ibg physically present at a holy site
related to Jesus’ life, or in the presence of dlies related to saints, was a deeply spirigual
experience for many. During the Reformation and mbdern times, the practice of
pilgrimage was called into question, and the nunalbgrilgrims declined. However, the
Camino never entirely disappeared. Today more ame meople are walking (or cyclin
the ancient roads for spiritual renewal, for ttéstorical and cultural treasures, for the
beauty of the land, or just for the sport of it.

One person told me, “If your feet are ok, so isnjioead.”

Santo Domingo de Calzado, a helper of pilgrimswds not allowed to enter |
a monastery because he was illiterate, so he stalyert he was, took care of
pilgrims and improved the route during the 11thtesn He built bridges and
roads, a hospital and a church, and is now thempaiaint of engineers. To
this day the people in this town keep up his missithelping pilgrims. The
cathedral that replaced the church he built hdscken coop with alive hen
and rooster in it. There's a story there...




Here’s a poem that was written on a wall along@henino, loosely translated:

Dust, mud, sun and rain:
That’s the Way of Saint James.
Thousands of pilgrims, a thousand years.
Pilgrim, who calls you? What hidden voice bringsuyhere?
It's not the Way of the Stars, nor the grand catéied
Neither is it the bold beauty of Navarra,
Or the wine of the people of La Rioja.
It's not the seafood of Galicia;
it's not the countryside of Castilla.
Pilgrim, who calls you?
What mysterious force attracts you?
It’s not the people of the way or their rural cusg
Nor is it their history and culture.
It isn’t the cockerel of la Calzada,

An 1865 law segregated lepers by forcibly exilindividuals even children to the
island of Molokai. It was onto these forlorn shotieat Father Damien de Veuster
stepped in the spring of 1873.... A missionary to ldigvidbamien soon volunteered
to become the permanent chaplain to Molokai. Thac&ms of horrible disfigure-
ment with the promise of a lingering death, thestsped a harsh existence. Father
Damien became their caregiver, companion, and cloampm so doing, he brought
hope to the hopeless, ironically losing his owa tib their affliction. In an age in
which an increasing number of people suffer thein personal exile on account of
illness, handicap, or emotional distress, the sbierxample of Father Damien showp
the true power of one person and how, when anchorédd's love, one person can
have an impact on the world.” (from the jacket)

Molokai; the story of Father Damien (DVD, 112 min.)

To deal with the leprosy problem in the Hawaiiaarss in 1872,
sufferers were relentlessly exiled to Molokai, a®&a isle off the
coast. There they lived in miserable surroundiaggndoned by
the outside world. To alleviate their fate, Fatbamien was the
first priest to go to Molokai. His bishop's last nds were that "he :

must not touch anyone." Little by little, Damierreed the trust of the lepers, and
eventually, his appeals for nuns and supplies egdrthroughout the world, much tp
the displeasure of his superiors. Even when Daguérsick himself, his energy did rjot
abate, and he carried on working for the well-bahiis "fellow lepers” to the end.
When he crumbled during Mass, he was taken tovais lmspital to die. All the resi-
dents gathered at the entrance to pray for thélvdfa. “ (from the cover) NOTE: Fa
ther Damien became St. Damien in 2009.
