Jacobson, Diane. “How can the Bible be Studied?”
in Opening the Book of Faith. 2008.

Ms. Jacobson explores four methods or approaches to biblical study:

Devotional reading
Historical reading

Literary reading

Lutheran theological reading

She makes clear that these are not the only ways of doing it, nor are they necessarily
used independently, but may often be combined with other approaches or with each
other. This month we will look at the second approach: Historical Reading.

Ms. Jacobson describes the historical approach : “[It] begins with the recognition that the
Bible is an ancient text written by people who lived in times and places different from
our own. The basic assumption of this method is that we cannot understand the plain
meaning of the text without understanding something about those people, places, and
times. We want to know whatever we can discover about the original situation of the text
and the intentions of the author. We want to understand the historical and social world of
the text. Then we work by analogy to understand how the text addresses us in our

time.” (p.52)

This approach concentrates on who, what, why and where questions related to the text;
for example:

*Who wrote the passage under consideration? What do we know about him?
*Why was the passage written? Do we know to whom or what situation the
passage was addressed?

*When was the passage written? What do we know about that time period?
*Where was the passage written? What do we know about that part of the ancient
world?




Consideration of all these historical questions can be difficult and time-consuming (and
lead to some confusion, as well!), so how can the ordinary reader find help to utilize this
method? Ms. Jacobson offers some suggestions:

*Be clear about what your questions are and recognize that some of them may
not be answerable at this remove from the text.

*Folks with training can be helpful, so ask pastors, teachers, professors, etc., but
again recognize that they may not always have the answers or their answers may
not agree with each other or with information you have found on your own.

*Find and use good, reliable resources. You might begin with a good study Bible.
Ask those trained people above for suggestions about what resources and authors
are reliable. (They might have just the source for your particular question and be
happy to lend it to you!)

*Keep digging! Exploring historical questions can be fun, educational, engaging,
and more often that not they lead to a deeper and richer reading of the biblical
text. (p.54)

You might again employ this prayer as you pursue your Historical Reading:

Blessed Lord, since You have caused all Holy Scriptures to be written for our learn-
ing, grant that we may so hear them, read, mark, learn, and inwardly digest them,
that we may embrace and ever hold fast the blessed hope of everlasting life;
through Jesus Christ, Your Son, our Lord, who lives and reigns with You and the
Holy Spirit, one God, now and forever. Amen”
