Dave Dravecky, former all-star pitcher in the major leagues, is as well positioned as
anyone to speak powerfully on how to give birth to hope in adverse times. After an
encounter with cancer at the peak of his career, he lost his throwing arm and
shoulder to amputation, but Dravecky gained a whole new world of faith through
the experience.

One would not expect a prominent CEO of a global firm to weigh in on the
importance of mealtime and talk around the dinner table, but Doris Christopher
is not your average corporate leader. Founder of the kitchen tools company Pam-
pered Chef, Christopher maintains a rigorous schedule and a high demand for
excellence.

Among the top tier of scientists in the world, there is Francis Collins. Longtime
director of the human genome project that has mapped over 3 billion letters of the
human genetic code, Collins is an articulate spokesperson for the glories of science.
But he is also a person of deep faith who is not shy to speak about the place of God
in biological science. Repudiating both anti-scientific thinking and shallow

Special Congregational Meeting—October 7—After Worship
To Approve Roof Replacement

During a heavy August rainstorm, the sanctuary roof leaked
into the Archives room. Upon inspection of the roof, it was
discovered that the shingles had begun to curl. In short, the
sanctuary roof needs to be replaced.

Presently Bethany has a firm bid of $19,500 from
Besander Roofing. The Church Council has accepted the
Property Board’s recommendation to accept this bid. To pay for this project,
the Council recommends we use the Property Roof Fund (approx. $7200) plus
the Future Fund (approx. $9800). The Council is asking the congregation to
make special contributions to pay the rest. If more is given than needed, that
money will be put in the Property Roof Fund. The Council feels Bethany
definitely needs a contingency fund for future property needs. The next big
need will probably be furnace replacements.
