PASTOR’S REFLECTIONS 

 
The tenth anniversary of 9-11 falls on a Sunday this year which will 
make it the elephant in the room on that Sunday which is also the first 
day of Sunday School, the unofficial beginning and celebration of the 
fall season at church.  For all of us old enough to remember, the shock 

and horror, the fear and disbelief of September 11, 2001 is something that we will 
never forget.  It will be on our minds on that Sunday and ten years later it does call for 
reflection. 
 
At the time, I along with most everyone else felt like that as a nation we had to do 
something.  When it was determined that the attacks were orchestrated by Osama bin 
Laden and Muslim terrorists being trained in Afghanistan with the support of the Tali-
ban government, there was almost universal support behind the effort to act against 
them by invading Afghanistan.  The subsequent invasion of Iraq and the failure to find 
weapons of mass destruction began to raise questions about the effectiveness of our 
response and those questions persist with the fact that ten years later both wars con-
tinue even with the removal of Saddam Hussein and Osama bin Laden. 
 
At the time such decisions are made you want to trust that our political and military 
leaders acted and continue to act in ways that they feel are in the best interests of the 
country and the world.  You certainly have to admire and respect the courage of the 
soldiers who have been part of these missions, and you honor and remember those who 
have been killed or wounded.  You grieve with and for families who have lost loved 
ones including innocent Iranians and Afghans. 
 
I wouldn’t have suggested it at the time, but ten years later I wonder what would have 
happened if President Bush had said, “Because of my Christian faith and because we 
call ourselves a Christian nation, based on the teachings of Jesus, we’re not going to 
respond to violence with more violence.”  I’m sure that his approval ratings would 
have dropped to about zero, he certainly wouldn’t have been re-elected; he might well 
have been impeached.  Ten years later though, how would things be different? 
 
 



 

I don’t know, and I certainly don’t know that things would be better.  They might be far 
worse.  But from a Christian perspective, we have to ask the question.  Jesus proclaimed 
and lived another way.  We worship him as the Prince of Peace.  Knowing this and call-
ing ourselves his followers, it should bother us whenever war is the accepted response.  
It might be the right response; evil can’t go unchecked.  But still, it should bother us be-
cause we know it’s not Jesus’ will for the world that he loves. 
 
On September 11th at 7pm there will be an ecumenical service of prayer and remem-
brance at St. Peter’s Cathedral in Marquette.  Clergy from several denominations will 
participate; Bethany’s choir will sing.  I encourage any who can be there to take time and 
reflect.

 The Fall Semester is set to begin on September 6th, the Tuesday after

 Classes will be held at Bethany, Ishpeming (715 Mather Ave.) with 
Pastor Warren Geier as the site coordinator. 

 
Four classes will be offered in the Fall 2011 semester  (please note the dates and times 
for each class as they do vary) 

 
 
 
Exegetical Techniques    Sept 6 to Sept 27  (3-5:30pm) (4 sessions) 
 An introduction to the ways in which biblical texts are interpreted.   
This course will be of value in considering and understanding any New or  
Old Testament text. (Pastor Kate Schruba, Emanuel, Skandia) 
 
Prophets   Sept 6 to Oct 11  (6-8:30pm) (6 sessions) 
 A study of the Old Testament prophetic material including the “Former 
Prophets” (Joshua, Judges, Samuel, Kings) and the “Latter Prophets” (Isaiah, 
Jeremiah, Ezekiel and the twelve “minor” prophets.  The traditions associated 
with each will be considered along with how the prophetic message is heard  
today. (Pastor Warren Geier; Bethany, Ishpeming) 
 
Preaching   Oct 4 to Nov 15  (3-5:30pm) (7 sessions) 
 Students will learn how a sermon is developed and deliver one sermon  
in class or a worship setting.  The focus will be on the thought process that goes 
on in preparing a law/gospel message rather than on the mechanics of delivery. 
(Pastor Katherine Finegan; Bethany, Republic) 

 
Systematic Theology-Third Article    Oct 18 to Nov 15 (6-8:10pm) (5 sessions) 
 A study of the third article of the Nicene Creed-how does the Spirit work 
in our lives?  Included in this course will be an examination of our theology of 
the church and the historical background that impacted the theological beliefs.  
(Pastor Peter Andersen; Messiah, Marquette) 

 



 

A reminder that there is no tuition; the only cost is for books

As is always the case, we need new students!  It should be emphasized though 
that one does not have to sign up for all the classes, one does not have to complete 
all the classes in a certain period of time, one does not even have to complete all 
the classes ever.  You can take as much or as little as works for your schedule 
and your interests.  The program is designed to be flexible.  Also, Lay School is 
not designed to produce Licensed Lay Ministers.  While that is a possibility and 
some graduates have gone in that direction, most students are just interested in 
growing in faith and becoming more active in their own congregations.

THE SAINT JOHN’S BIBLE 
You may have noticed the large book from which Pastor reads the Gospel 
each week. It is a unique volume and part of an ongoing project by St. 
John’s College (MN) to produce a handwritten, illuminated Bible for the 
21st century, the first such to be commissioned since the invention of the 
printing press in the 15th century. 
 
Master calligrapher Donald Jackson has long dreamed of creating an   
illuminated Bible. In 1995 he discussed a handwritten Bible with           
Fr. Eric Hollas, OSB, of  St. John's University in Collegeville, Minnesota. 

Between 1996 and 1997, Saint John's explored the feasibility of the project, Jackson created 
first samples, and theologians developed the illumination schema. The Saint John’s Bible was 
officially commissioned in 1998 The public was introduced to the project in 1999 and it is 
scheduled to be completed in 2011  
 
The actual Saint John’s Bible is divided into seven volumes and is two feet tall by three feet 
wide when open. The Bible is made of vellum, with 160 illuminations. The version of the  
Bible used is the New Revised Standard Version (NRSV). NOTE:  the Gospels Book Pastor 
uses is a slightly reduced facsimile edition on paper. 
Donald Jackson’s scriptorium  is located in Monmouth, Wales. 
 
TECHNIQUES: 
Donald Jackson, official scribe of Queen Elizabeth II, created a new script specifically for  
this project. The creators use a mixture of techniques used in the creation of ancient illumi-
nated manuscripts, e.g. handwritten with quills on calf-skin vellum, using gold and platinum 
leaf and hand-ground pigments, Chinese stick ink, plus modern computer technology to plan 
layout and line-breaks for the text. 
 
VOLUMES:  The Bible consists of seven volumes, listed in the order completed: 
1. Gospels and Acts :  25+ illuminations, including opening illuminations to each gospel 
2. Pentateuch : Illuminated text from the first 5 books of the Old Testament 
3. Psalms 
4. Prophets :  Includes Isaiah, Ezekiel, Jeremiah, Micah, Amos, Daniel, and Zechariah 
5. Wisdom Books : Includes Song of Solomon, Ecclesiastes, Proverbs, and Job 
6. Historical Books: Largest page count, 25+ illuminations, includes Joshua, Judges,      
Samuel, Kings, Judith, Esther, Ruth, and Tobit 
Letters and Revelation  (will be available early 2012) 
 
NOTE: Pastor’s copy of the Pentateuch will be on display in the glass case across from the 
kitchen during the month of September. I’ll be turning pages to correspond to each Sunday’s 
Old Testament Lesson.

El Camino de Santiago de Compostela 
 
On the Road: The Camino Part II 
 

While the Cathedral of Santiago de Compostela and the tomb of the Apostle St. James 
is the destination of the Camino, the journey, done by most on foot, also defines the 
pilgrimage. The sort of traveling that once was the usual way for people to get from 
place to place is recreated by pilgrims, who walk from 12 to 18 miles a day, so it takes  
about a month for a journey that could be a day’s trip by car. 
 
The experience of living life at a walking pace for so many days was 
new to me: The sense of time passing slowed down, and my percep-
tions changed as I became a temporary part of the landscape as well 

as an observer. I learned to pay more attention to 
where I was, especially since the way is marked by 
signs of scallop shells or yellow arrows. To miss 
them meant the possibility of getting lost, but they 
could be anywhere: on buildings or stone walls, 
utility poles, on the road itself once even, once, on a 
birdhouse.

I also discovered that anxiety was an unwelcome companion on my pilgrimage: I wor-
ried about where I would eat, where I would stay for the night, and whether there 
would be a place for me. I was in a foreign country and didn’t know quite how things 
worked. My Spanish was only sufficient for the most basic of conversations, and. what 
would be simple transactions for me in the United States were instead trial and error 
methods of learning how to get by. I had small tastes of how it feels being an immi-
grant in a foreign country, being without a home, being clueless in a world where noth-
ing comes too easily. These were among my greatest Camino Lessons. 
 

Each day’s journey was different as I crossed the beautiful and 
changing landscape of northern Spain. Early on I walked along the 
route Charlemagne took when he and his army crossed from 
France into Spain and back again. Since it was spring, there were 
wildflowers, especially red poppies, all along the way. From the 
path I saw fields of young wheat looking like a green ocean as the 
wind passed over it, and ancient stumps of grapevines sprouting 
unbelievable new growth. I passed through a gate with a real draw-
bridge into the Citadel of Pamplona, famous for the running of the 
bulls that fascinated Ernest Hemingway.  

 
 
 
 

 
 

 
I visited many churches, including the beautiful Romanesque Church of the Holy Sep-
ulchre with its 11th century crucifix. On Easter Sunday I worshipped in a twelfth cen-
tury church with six other people and thought of Bethany, full of flowers and people. I 
stepped on the remains of Roman roads and crossed rivers on medieval bridges and 
became hopelessly lost in the twisting narrow streets of the medieval center of the city 
of Santiago. It all felt like another world, but at the same time my world, part of my 
heritage.

 Even in this other world the basic needs of everyday life have to be met, and the 
Camino has been seeing to the needs of pilgrims for a long time. Pilgrims are permit-
ted to stay for a minimal cost, usually for one night only, at shelters (albergues) that 
are found all along the route. I became accustomed to sleeping on bunk beds in rooms 
with lots of other people, and sharing bathrooms. It worked better than I thought!  

 
 
 
 

 
 
 

 
 
Each day ended with the tasks of finding the albergue, checking in, taking a (very 
short) shower, washing out clothes, and finding a place to eat. Late afternoons and 
evenings were also the best time for sightseeing or shopping. In Spain many stores 
close from 2 to 5 in the afternoon, and restaurants 
don’t begin to serve the evening meal until 7 P.M. 
at the earliest. (This is a learning curve for Ameri-
cans and northern Europeans!) Markets with port-
able food are not available in every town, so some-
times it was necessary to prepare for the next day’s 
walk in advance. Water needed to be carried as 
well, but there are fountains all along the way for 
refills. Most communities have bars, which in Spain 
offer food and drink in an informal setting in addi-
tion to alcohol. A good breakfast of toast, fresh 
orange juice and great coffee can be had very inex-
pensively. The bars are also most welcome rest 
stops during the day. 
 
Here’s some advice for travelers along the Camino, or through life, that was printed 
on the wall of an albergue in the city of Burgos:

As part of September’s WELCA Reorganization Salad Supper, members will have the 
opportunity to resupply some of the much needed kitchen supplies.   Please bring one 
or more of the following items to the reorganization supper to donate for our kitchen.  
 
Here is a list of  the items needed: 
 6 in. paper plates   Coffee, reg. or decaf. 
 Napkins    tea bags 
 6-8 oz plastic juice cups  coffee stirring sticks 
 Paper towels    empty containers ( such as Cool Whip) 
 Dish towels    Ziploc bags (quart or gallon size) 
 Dish cloths    plastic wrap from GFS 15” wide, 200 ft. 
 Take-out Styrofoam containers aluminum foil from GFS 18” wide, 500 ft. 

The Food Bank is the agency that helps stock Room at the Inn, 
St. Vincent's, etc. It is located in Ishpeming and has a "store" 
where people can get free food, no questions asked. They feed 
over 3,000 families a month. Until recently they have been able 
to solicit the needed 4,000 monthly to sustain this program. If 
every church would donate some money to this program, it  

                      could re-open its doors to the poor in the area.

Lutheran World Relief Kits Have New Guidelines 

 
Include the following items in each School Kit:  
 Four 70-sheet notebooks of wide- or college-ruled paper approximately 8” X 10½”;  
      no loose-leaf paper 
 One 30-centimeter ruler, or a ruler with centimeters on one side and inches on 
the other 
 One pencil sharpener 
 One blunt scissors (safety scissors with embedded steel blades work well) 
 Five unsharpened #2 pencils with erasers; secure together with a rubber band 
 Five ballpoint pens (no gel ink); secure together with a rubber band 
 One box of 16 or 24 crayons 
 One 2½” eraser 
One sturdy drawstring backpack-style cloth bag approximately 14” X 17” with shoulder straps 
(no standard backpacks) 
 
Do not add other items or leave out any of the items listed. All items should be new and  
in good condition. Remove any excess packaging, pack all items in bag and close. Do not  
enclose the Kit or any of its contents in plastic bags. 
 
Include the following items in each Baby Care Kit:  
 Two lightweight cotton t-shirts 
 Two long- or short-sleeved gowns or sleepers (without feet) 
 Two receiving blankets, medium-weight cotton or flannel, or cro-
cheted or knitted with   
      lightweight yarn, up to 52” square 
 Four cloth diapers, flat fold preferred

Launching of Homemade Coracles 
 
On July 16 visitors to Marian Medlyn’s camp on   
Beaufort Lake were treated to a unique opportunity,   
the official launching of two coracles built by Marian 
and Sue Ryan along with other members of their       
basket weaving group.  
 

Coracles are small lightweight watercraft traditionally 
used in the British Isles for fishing and transportation 
on rivers and streams. They have been in use for   
thousands of years, and variations have been found 
throughout the world. The UP coracles were           
constructed with a willow frame covered by heavy-
duty fabric sealed to be made waterproof . They look 
like an inspiration for the nursery rhyme, “Rub-a-dub-

dub, three men in a tub”, but they are much more stable than they look at first glance, 
and have a shallow draft that suits them perfectly for their use. They are light enough 
to be portaged if necessary and are relatively easily constructed from locally available 
materials.  
 
On the day of the launch a small flotilla of kayakers 
and landlubber onlookers watched as people took turns 
riding in the coracles and learning how to maneuver 
them with the traditional single oar. A coracle race  
followed, and the competition was fierce. 

Jerry Hager once again swam in the annual Swim Teal Lake 
for Diabetes.  He was one of 127 swimmers who made the 
2.25 mile swim from Negaunee’s Teal Lake Beach to  
Ishpeming’s beach at Al Quaal.  This event sponsored by 
Bell Hospital raised between $15,000 and $20,000 for the 
Upper Peninsula Diabetes Outreach Network.
